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Josephs supports statewide vote recount system
 
HARRISBURG, Sept. 27 -- State Rep. Babette Josephs wants the Nov. 2 election in Pennsylvania to be clean and uncontroversial, which is why she is supporting the governor's effort to establish a statewide vote recount system.
"Although the Commonwealth did not face the same problems as Florida did during the election four years ago, the potential is there," Josephs said. 
"Since Pennsylvania is a battleground state for this year's presidential election, we should be ensuring that our votes are counted and recorded properly so that Pennsylvania does not become another Florida."
According to the National Conference of State Legislatures, 18 states now provide for automatic recounts if the election outcome is very close.

Josephs, the Democratic chairwoman of the House State Government Committee, which oversees election law, believes that enacting a statewide vote recount system before the Nov. 2 election is the answer for Pennsylvania. She hopes that the General Assembly can work together in the coming weeks to see the governor's proposal come to fruition.
"I think that once the other members of the General Assembly realize what a very real problem we could face in November, we all will be able to work in a bipartisan fashion to enact a statewide vote recount system and put it in place before Nov. 2.
"Together, we can take action to ensure that every vote counts."
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
