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Josephs calls voter registration irregularities to governor's attention
HARRISBURG, Oct. 15 -- State Rep. Babette Josephs is asking Gov. Ed Rendell to act on alleged elections violations occurring in Berks County.
Josephs said that it has come to her attention that county officials are refusing to process thousands of voter registration forms that have been submitted by several community groups, including American Families Unite, American Families Come Together, Voting is Power and ACORN.
"If true, this is a blatant disregard for fair elections and an unprecedented attack on the tenants of our participatory democracy," Josephs wrote.

"This jeopardizes the rights of potential new voters," she said. "it is unconscionable to deprive a voter of the right to vote merely based on the organization that submitted the application on his or her behalf. These applications must be processed in a timely manner."

According to media reports, the county has earmarked these registration forms as "questionable" and set them aside. 
Josephs said it's important to address this problem soon or new voters will not receive their voter registration card, which will tell them of their correct polling place. She called on the governor as the state's highest public official to "guarantee that every voter who lawfully registered to vote be allowed to do so."

Josephs is the Democratic chairwoman of the House State Government Committee, which has oversight on these issues.
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
