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Pa.'s Do-Not-Call list still functioning;

now allows registration of cell phone numbers
HARRISBURG, Sept. 29 -- Although the federal government is fighting with the courts over the national Do-Not-Call list, state Rep. Babette Josephs says Pennsylvania's list, which now also allows cell phone numbers to be included, is still operational.
"If Pennsylvania residents sign up for the Commonwealth's registry, they will be protected from unwanted telemarketer calls, regardless of the status of the federal program," Josephs said.

"Additionally, whenever the national do-not-call registry is up and running again, a new law here in Pennsylvania will automatically register all the phone numbers from the state's list with the national program."
Josephs said that same new law also allows cellular telephone numbers to be registered on the list.
"Many individuals use their cell phones for their regular telephone service, so it makes sense also to exempt those numbers from telemarketer sales calls," she said.

To add your cell phone number or to register for Pennsylvania's Do-Not-Call list, visit www.nocallsplease.com or call (888) 777-3406. Registration is free.

There is a rolling enrollment; individuals may sign up at any time. Consumers who register on Pennsylvania's registry by Dec. 15 should see a reduction in calls by Jan. 1.
While this list will help get rid of many unwanted telemarketing calls, Josephs said that calls from nonprofit and political organizations and companies with which you have done business in the past 12 months still are permitted.
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
