Josephs announces an increase to average PHEAA grant
HARRISBURG, June 9 – State Rep. Babette Josephs, D-Phila., is pleased to announce that college students seeking a State Grant from the Pennsylvania Higher Education Assistance Agency could see, on average, an increase of more than $110 in their grant.

This is compared to previous years, in which the average State Grant amount was around $2,500.

“This increase is a great sign of initiative on behalf of PHEAA to help our students with the rising cost of tuition, text books and even housing,” Josephs said. "Every little bit helps."
The average award amount in Pennsylvania allows more than 150,000 students the chance to go to college. 
Nearly 4 million college students across the nation are able to attend college with the assistance of PHEAA.
To apply for a State Grant, applicants must use the Free Application for Federal Student Aid, also known as the FAFSA. The deadline for all returning students and students entering a four-year program was May 1, however late applications may qualify for an award if funds permit. For students planning to attend business, trade or technical school or enroll in a two-year program, the deadline is Aug. 1.
