“Many non-traditional students are not aware that there is financial help available to them, or they aren’t sure of how to find the help they need,” Josephs said.
The new Web site includes a checklist for students transferring to a four- year college as well as lists the benefits of attending a two-year institution as opposed to getting a four-year degree.

Non-traditional students can also get lists of resources to aid them in preparing for their transfer, and to assist them in planning a career as well as helping them search for financial aid.

“This Web site offers a support group to these non-traditional students,” Josephs said. “They will be able to communicate with others like themselves and realize they aren’t the only ones out there in their same situation.”
