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Josephs introduces bill for diabetes training
Harrisburg, June 13 – State Rep. Babette Josephs, D-Phila., has introduced a bill that would require every school in the state to have at least three staff members trained in diabetes care.
“This chronic disease is very serious and requires much attention throughout the day,” Josephs said. “There are so many children out there who are not properly cared for while at school.”

The legislation (H.B. 1510) would require the trained employees to be able to understand the appropriate actions that need to be taken and what accommodations must be made for a student with diabetes to be medically safe.  

The student’s family and physician would come up with a plan for the school that outlines the health services the child requires. The plan would be reviewed by the school before the beginning of each school year, and accommodations would be made to meet all the student’s needs.

The bill would also require the trained employees to be available to accompany the student on field trips, and during, before and after school activities, as well as at lunch and recess.   

“With this bill, I hope to prevent children from facing long-term health problems due to improper treatment of their disease while in the care of our schools,” Josephs said. 
The bill has been referred to the Health and Human Services Committee. 
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
