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Josephs receives constituent viewpoints on governor's proposals
HARRISBURG, Aug. 8 -- In an effort to learn more about what her constituents think of Gov. Ed Rendell's proposals to improve the quality of public education, reform education funding and enhance economic development across the state, state Rep. Babette Josephs is asking them.
She recently held a public meeting to give her constituents the opportunity to voice their opinions on current state issues and to ask questions about the happenings in Harrisburg.

"One of the best ways -- and the easiest -- to find out how my constituents feel about issues affecting them is to ask," Josephs said. "I routinely visit areas throughout my district to ask questions of my constituents, and given the current stalemate in Harrisburg over expanding gaming proposals and education funding, and the lack of action to improve public education and enhance the state's economic outlook, I felt it was important to assess the viewpoints of those I represent."

Josephs' most recent meeting was at Whole Foods, located at 10th and South streets. During the event, she listened to constituent opinions and explained the proposals contained in the governor's Plan for a New Pennsylvania and their status in the General Assembly.
"Governor Rendell's plan would make public education more cost-effective and stimulate the economy. But to do that, the legislature must step up to the plate and take action. We're not accomplishing anything with this final budget plan impasse, and the Republicans are to blame," Josephs said.
