PFBC biologists have many duties, including:

· conducting studies in fish pathology, fish culture, water chemistry and fish nutrition, and conducting stream and impoundment surveys. 

· compiling, analyzing and reporting technical data, and making recommendations on preservation and enhancement of the Commonwealth’s aquatic resources.  

· presenting aquatic resource information to the public and other professionals.
· investigating the effect of water pollution on aquatic life, and assisting other state and federal agencies in establishing water quality criteria, conservation education and joint resource management.

Interested applicants must be a Pennsylvania resident with a valid Pennsylvania driver's license and have a bachelor's degree with a major in a biological science, including nine credits in aquatic biology, aquatic ecology, fisheries biology or equivalent fields.
