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Josephs to unveil new bike racks on SEPTA buses
HARRISBURG, Sept. 27 -- State Rep. Babette Josephs, D-Phila., will join other officials on Thursday to unveil the new bike racks on Philadelphia's public buses.
The event will be held at noon Thursday, Sept. 29 at the north side of Philadelphia City Hall. Also attending will be officials from the Southeastern Pennsylvania Transportation Authority, the Philadelphia Bike Coalition and Bike Maps. Mayor John Street has been invited.
"As someone who doesn't own a car and relies on public transportation to get around, I know how important public transit is to city residents. By reducing the number of vehicles on the roads, public transit not only saves fuel and protects the environment, it also helps to alleviate the problems of congested streets and parking," Josephs said.
