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Josephs continues call for legislature

to adequately address public transit funding
HARRISBURG, Nov. 24 -- State Rep. Babette Josephs has been a tireless advocate for public transportation, and she believes that more funding is needed for the 22 urban, 19 rural and 50 community transit systems across the state.
"All of our public transportation providers are facing difficult financial situations that could result in massive layoffs, service reductions and route eliminations. We must return to Harrisburg to resolve their fiscal crises," said Josephs, who on Monday called for a special session of the legislature to address the issue.
"Transportation, especially mass transit, is a critical necessity for hundreds of thousands of Philadelphians, as well as for citizens across the state, which includes millions of senior citizens and people with disabilities.

"All transportation services are linked to our economy and the economic advances we've made will be seriously threatened if we don't address public transportation's fiscal crisis," she said.
In addition, Josephs said, public transit is an important part of the state's transportation infrastructure.

"Every bus on the road removes the need for 40 cars, and one train can eliminate 120 vehicles from the roadways," she said. "Public transportation not only provides an alternative to car travel, it reduces traffic congestion and harm to the environment."
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
